The inspector alone will make the decision whether to walk the roof. If the roof is too steep, wet, slick or otherwise
dangerous in the opinion of the inspector, the roof will not be walked on.

This home is older than30 years and the home inspector considers this while inspecting. It is common to have areas that no
longer comply with current code. This is not a new home and this home cannot be expected to meet current code standards.
While this inspection makes every effort to point out safety issues, it does not inspect for code. It is common that homes of
any age will have had repairs performed and some repairs may not be in a workmanlike manner. Some areas may appear
less than standard. This inspection looks for items that are not functioning as intended. It does not grade the repair. It is
common to see old plumbing or mixed materials. Sometimes water signs in crawlspaces or basements could be years old
from a problem that no longer exists. Or, it may still need further attention and repair. Determining this can be difficult on an
older home.

The Plumbing or water supply was off during this inspection. The items or components that were not inspected because
water was off are: 1.

F 1.0 The aluminum siding is dented and some corners are loose, some trim is loose, and the wood siding is patched and
is amateurishly done. False wood beams at front entry are rotting. Siding repairs will be one of the major items on the list
of things to do at this home. See representative photos.

£ 1.1 Front door is very worn, cracked and does not fit well. Hardware is missing. The front storm door is missing. The
rear storm door is very worn and lacks springs and a closer. The rear entry door is screwed shut and is inoperable. Door
repairs needed. See photos.

F1 1.2 More very amateurish work. See photos. Windows have been installed, the openings have not been prepped
properly, the siding has not been replaced properly, the interior trim is lacking, and the windows are guaranteed to leak
because there is no seal around the nailing flange. This is grossly incompetent work and needs to be re-done by a
professional.

113 Rudimentary rails (or are they fences) at front walk and rear patio are collapsing. Rear patio cracked, heaved and
tilts toward home, directing water toward the foundation. See photo.
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[ 1.4 see photo just above. Walk at front cracked and tilted toward home a bit. Driveway cracked and heaved and is
settled a few inches below driveway floor; see photos. Repairs needed. Patio drains toward foundation.

4] 1.5 Aluminum trim at soffit and fascia is very worn. See representative photo.

[} 1.6 Tour of the outside of the home leads us to believe that very amateurish repair work has been attempted here, is
poorly done and must be re-done properly.

I 2.0 some shingle tears noted, structure sags between rafters or trusses, and sheathing is very thin and "gives" when
walked on; in addition, some sheathing is rotted/deteriorated under sagging areas leading to water infiltration into the
interior. No gutters are found on the front of the home. See photos. Shingles themselves appear to have life left, but the
underlying structure is suspect. See attic section for more information.

F71 2.3 Gutters are lacking on the front of the home, and are amateurishly installed on the rear. See photos. Recommend
new gutters and downspouts.

24 (1) See notes above. Functional, but recommend replacement at rear; missing at front.

I 4.0 some typical cracks, pops, scuffs noted; general condition is serviceable. Repair or repainting is to be expected.
Mildew is growing in the front entry closet at the ceiling from past water penetration (photo 1) and at the ceiling in the hall
bath (photo 2).

Flaa Typical scuffs, marks, etc. are noted. General condition is not serviceable, major repairs and repainting needed.
Holes noted. See photo 1. Mildew at bathtub and failed caulk noted in photo 2.

F 4.2 Floor tiles are cracked and worn out, laminated flooring is swelled at joints due to moisture penetration, old tiles in
one bedroom may contain asbestos. Carpeting is worn out. Toilet has been surrounded by floor tiles rather than set on
them; this will be a difficult project when time comes to replace the toilet. See representative photos. Photo 4 shows a
poorly-planned HVAC duct coming up thru kitchen floor to feed what used to be the garage on the other side.

Flas Scuffed, cracked, damaged. Recommend replacing. Closet doors missing. See photo of left front bedroom door.

F 4.6 Unless the area is open to viewing, we cannot know the condition inside the walls around the windows; all we can
go on are clues such as cracks, water stains, and the like. The windows in this home have been amateurishly installed and
will have to be removed and re-done along with siding and trim work outside and wall surface and trim work inside. They
will leak if left alone, and probably already are. See photo of mildew growing around trim at large window at living room.
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The interior of the home was inspected and reported on with the above information. While the inspector makes every effort to find all areas of concern,
some areas can go unnoticed. The inspection did not involve moving furniture and inspecting behind furniture, area rugs or areas obstructed from view.

Fiso (1) It appears there has been some seepage into the crawlspace in the past, but no signs of ponding or flooding are
evident today; there is some standing water at the point where the main drain leaves the home thru the crawlspace floor,
but we attribute that to leaking from the water heater above, which is in badly deteriorated condition. Recommend the vent
cover to the foundation be replaced at the patio to keep out "critters."

4 (2) I am unable to determine the extent of water intrusion or how often it will occur.

5.1 Interiors of walls cannot be evaluated and are excluded.
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Framing practices used long ago may no longer be acceptable under modern building standards. This is not a
condemnation of those practices, as all things change with time, but is an explanation that modern standards are meant to
insure a better-built home.

F152 see photos of temporary prop under furnace/laundry area; recommend any support be made permanent with
proper footing and use of steel column.

Ms3 Framing practices used long ago may no longer be acceptable under modern building standards. This is not a
condemnation of those practices, as all things change with time, but is an explanation that modern standards are meant to
insure a better-built home.

Sags and dips are noted. The floors are no longer level, and there is a noticeable soft spot near the doorway from the
front room to the kitchen area. Some reinforcement may be advisable, but no obvious signs of failure are visible under this
area. The area under the rear laundry/furnace area is quite wet due to a leaky water heater and repairs may well be in
order for this area in the near future. See photo of this area.

[iss Very thin plywood (3/8" or less) is used for the roof sheathing, and this is insubstantial according to modern
standards. Several areas are broken/delaminated and are a concern for leaks. We recommend that at the next re-roofing
the sheathing be replaced with plywood which is thicker and stronger. In the meantime, repairs will be needed on
occasion. There is no dedicated hatch to the attic, only a hole torn in the ceiling of the garage. Recommend installing
permanent scuttle or pulldown access for the attic space.
